29, 1841. M.H. Gleaves is Michael H. who married James sister Mary Ann Dean
Gleaves. Michael was also James first cousin.
An entry onAncestry.Constates that he is buried at the intersectionave's Road
and Brick Church Road, four miles north of Nashville. What appears to be a tombstone
inscription is also providedHere lie the remains of James Gleaves, who fell a victim of
congestive fever, June 29, 1841; age 23 years. Let tears oflgwdbf virtue and hope
of --- have fallen." Congestive Fever was the term used for malaria.

The only other record of his life uncovered so far is an
abstract of an obituary. The obituary, printed inNashville Whigon September 30,

1840 lists a date of death as July 29, 1840. A brief abstract of the obitU&wllam D.
Gleaves states that he died in Franklin, Robertson County, Texas. The report goes on to
identify him as"Youngest son of the late Michael Gleaves, Esqg.".

A second publication lists three separate wills probated during this timeframe for
individuals identified asWilliam Gleaves! An 1840 entry fofWilliam Gleavesis
listed as being filed in Dagson County (Will Book 12, page 15).

AYOUNG, WILLIAM COCKE (1812862). William Cocke Young, early settler, soldier, jurist, and
official, was born in Davidson County, Tennessee, on May 12, 1812. He moved to Tex@saimd183
settled at a place that became known as Sherry's Prairie, near Pecan Point in the area of Red River
County. Young became the first sheriff of Red River County in 1837, and on February 5, 1844, he was
appointed district attorney for the Seventh Juali@istrict of the Republic of Texas by Sam Houston.
Young was a member of Edward H. Tarrant's company on an expedition against Indians, participated in
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the battle of Village Creek, and helped bury John B. Denton, who was killed in that engageneent. Lat
Young was a delegate from Red River County to the Convention of 1845. On the outbreak of the Mexican
War he and James Bourland raised a company of troops that they marched to San Antonio. In 1851
Young moved to Shawneetown, Grayson County, where tt&pdalaw for six years and served a term
as United States marshal. In 1854 he and Charles S. Taylor were appointed commissioners to investigate
land titles in El Paso, Presidio, Kinney, Starr, Webb, Hidalgo, Cameron, and Nueces counties. Young,
howeverrefused the appointment. At the outbreak of the Civil War Young was called to Montgomery,
Alabama, to consult with Jefferson Davis. Upon his return to Texas he organized and commanded the
Eleventh Texas Cavalry, which operated against the Indians inisshatv Oklahoma. In May 1861 the
Texans crossed Red River and captured forts Arbuckle, Wichita, and Cobb. At Fort Arbuckle the
Cherokee Indians were divided, some of them entering the Confederate Army and others supporting the
Union. Because his health wampaired, Young had to return to his home, then in Cooke County, Texas.
There had gathered in the cane brakes along Red River north of his home a gang of bandits who owed
allegiance to neither the Union nor the Confederate governments but preyed osidighgithout
distinction, killing and robbing for loot. While Colonel Young was hunting for a friend who had been
killed by this gang, he was himself murdered, on October 16, 1862. His son, James D. Young, following
the trail of the assassins, locatedeoof them in the Confederate Army. At the point of a pistol he forced
this man to accompany him to the scene of the murder and had him hanged by his father's slaves. Young's
first wife was Sophia Gleaves Thomas, with whom he had six children. Afteatieird1849 he
married Ann Hutchinson, and they had two children. With his third wife, Mrs. Margaret Ann Duty Black,
he also had two children. Young County was named for William Cocke Young ia 1856.

The Diary of Bdty Lowe Gleaves

Betty kept a diary for some period during her life. At least a portion of this work-8858urvives
today in the Tennessee State Library and Archives. This document, (along with the diaries loétwo ot
women) was the subject af1991 article published in the Tennessee Historical Quarterly. The title is a
mouthful; "Women's Sphere and the Creation of Female Community in the Antebellum South: Three
Tennessee Slaveholding Women".

The article focuses on the lives of the three woimem different social settings and their interaction
with their families and slaves. This document offers a valuable glimpse into Betty's life and it is assumed
into the similar lives of other Gleaves families in Tennessee just before the Civil War.

After Ezekiel's death Betty is found during the 1870 Census still living in Dickson County with her
five daughters. The 1880 Census finds E.M. Gleaves living in Cheatham County with her four youngest
daughters. Betty's younger sister Louisa married Ezekalisger brother William.

Ezekiel was one of the founding elders of the Mount Liberty Cumberland Presbyterian Church, which
was organized in January, 1866. The church had been an arm of the New Sharon Congregation of
Cheatham County. The first buildimgas log and served both as a church and a school. It had split logs
for seats. It is located in Dickson County in the town of Charlotte. Elizabeth is buried in Church
Cemetery. No record of Ezekiel's grave has been found by this author.

Biography of Admiral Albert Gleaves

Admiral Albert Gleaves USN was born and raised in Nashville, Tennessee. His early childhood saw
the outbreak of the Civil War. He was just five years old when the Battle of Nashville occurred.

He entered the United States Naval Academy at Annapolis in 18h@, agé¢ of 15, graduating in
1877. It would be nearly four years later, after serving a requireg@aoperiod of sea duty that he was
commissioned as an Ensign.

Albert's first command came during the Spanish American War aboard the Navy's first twopedo
the USS Cushing. Records indicate that the USS Cushing was moored alongside the USS Maine less than
24 hours before the Maine was destroyed by a mine in the harbor at Havana, Cuba. Had not the craft
been ordered back to Key West early that morningould have sunk with the Maine and this biography
may have ended here.
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In 1901 Albert was assigned as the Captain of the USS Dolphin, a yacht used by the Secretary of the
Navy and the President. In 1903, he was given command of the newlyigsioned presidential yacht,
the "Mayflower". Albert's appointment was at the specific request of President Teddy Roosevelt. During
the subsequent two years, Albert and Evelina developed a friendship with the President and First Lady
that would last troughout their lives.

By 1915, Albert had been promoted to Rear Admiral and placed in command of the nation's fleet of
destroyers used to protect convoys of merchant ships as well as larger warships.

Getting the Boys "Over There"

With America's eny into World War | in 1917, Albert was designated as the Commander of U.S.
Convoy Operations in the Atlantic. Albert became responsible for safely transporting an American Army
of over one million soldiers to Europe. At the time, German submarinegagening the Atlantic,
sinking British cargo vessels at will.

The unit was designated The Cruiser and Transport Force. Over time, the Unit grew to a fleet of over
600 vessels including 24 cruisers, more than a hundred destroyers, 42 troop transg&3scangio
ships.

His assignment to this command motivated former President Roosevelt to send the following letter to
Evelina.

Sagamore Hill
September 9, 1917
Dear Mrs. Gleaves,
I can not deny myself the pleasure of writing you just a line aboutdimir&. | was so very glad
that he has his chance; | knew how well he would take advantage of it. He has long been to me one of the
men in our navy who most thoroughly represented the best type of American "officer and gentleman”. He
has that combinatio of trained efficiency, dauntless courag®t merely physical but from the
standpoint of acceptance of wearing and dangerous responsitalitgt high and fine sense of honor
which taken together make what we hope can be called most characteristat @ st in the
American character.
I am prouder of my country because he holds in it the position he does.
Always yours
Theodore Roosevelt

This tremendous task was accomplished without the loss of a single soldier due to enemy action. An
accomplidiment which prompted the First Sea Lord of the British Admiralty, Admiral Lord Jellicoe, to
say"From a seaman's point of view it is unparalleled in history"
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After the war, the residents of Nashville, Tennessee, his hometown, presented Alberiveitti i s
recognition of his service to the country.

"On April 6, 1919, a sword was presented to Admiral Gleaves, to purchase which the funds were
raised by the ladies of Nashville under the leadership of a commission of which Mrs. Edward Buford was
chairman, the purpose being an acknowledgment of "his wonderful achievement in conveying with the
ships of the American Navy, under his command, hundreds of transports bearing more than two million
American soldiers to the shores of France, without the lossioigée soldier."

The following lines, written at the time by John Trotwood Moore, well express the sentiments of all
Tennesseans concerning Admiral Gleaves:

Stonewall of the Sea

Sampson, Schley and Phillips
And blest the ties that be,
Gleaves who blockkthe hellsharks' path
Our Stonewall of the sea!

The Bolshevik Revolution

After the War, in September of 1919, Admiral Albert Gleaves was given command of the Asiatic
Fleet. Promoted to the rank of Full Admiral, his four star flag was hoisted ev#adship, the
Battleship South Dakota. Shortly after taking command he sailed for the Orient. His ships played a vital
role in evacuating remnants of the White Russian Army at the Port of Vladivostok in Siberia.

Admiral Albert Gleaves retired from @t duty in 1921 and moved to Washington, DC the following
year. He and Evelina later moved to Pennsylvania where he died in 1937.

A bust of Albert Gleaves is on display in Memorial Hall at the United States Naval Academy in
Annapolis, Maryland.

The USS Gleaves

After his death, the Navy bitia destroyer named in Albert's honor. The USS Gleaves, a Bensen
Class destroyer, was commissioned on June 14, 1940. Built by the Bath Iron Works, in Bath Maine, she
saw her first action while on convoy duty south of Iceland in 1941. A convoy of suggsgls was
attacked by a German submarine wolf pack and the Gleaves helped drive them off.

In 1942 she participated in Allied landings in North Africa and the following year served in the same
capacity during the invagioof Sicily. In January 1944, the Gleaves bombarded the beaches at Anzio in
support of the landing there and later helped repel enemy counter attacks on the beachhead.

In May of 1944 the ship participated in a falay hunt for a German submarine tbalminated in
the sinking of the craft. Many credit the Gleaves with the sinking61& The Government of Malta
issued a stamp honoring her contribution in this action.

During the DDay invasion in June 1944, the USS Gleaves escorted and provedgdport to
Army Rangers who made the initial landing on the beaches at Normandy. She later provided artillery
support to the main invasion force as well.

In early 1945, the Gleaves returned to the United States to be refitted for duty in the Faeifship
had arrived in Hawaiian waters when the Japanese surrendered.
